How Wickham Common Primary School made sure their pupils did 
not become part of a ‘lost generation’

Back in February 2020 all eyes were on Italy. This strange flu-like 
disease from the Far East had reached a European country and seemed 
to be wreaking havoc, small towns were hit by outbreaks, carnivals and 
football matches were cancelled. On March 4th Italy closed their 
schools and as the month progressed they shut down businesses, bars, 
restaurants, shops and all industry ground to a halt.  
 
After two hundred years of formal education being available in British 
schools, even during both World Wars schools remained open, the 
unthinkable looked set to happen. It was like watching a Sci-fi movie 
unfold and the other European countries began to take their own 
reluctant steps.  
 
At Wickham Common, we prepared ourselves. We made sure that 
every child was fully conversant with their on-line learning, they knew 
all their log-ins and they knew how to access the wide variety of 
websites and portals that the school pays for to ensure that should we 
have to close the school the children would be ready. Teachers 
prepared lessons and made films, they demonstrated to the children 
how they could use these resources to continue their learning at 
home. On Wednesday 18th March the teachers of Wickham Common 
participated in a staff meeting in which the plans were set down, we 
knew Lockdown was inevitable and what our educational offer would 
look like for our pupils. Later that evening Boris Johnson declared that 
all schools would close to most pupils with effect from that Friday 20th 
March. We knew we were ready!

For the next 35 school days a small group of children and staff came 
into school each day, supporting learning, contacting our pupils and 
making phone calls. Everyone else continued to work from home, 
creating lessons, making videos, reading stories, demonstrating 
Phonics, Maths, Design & Technology projects, writing stories, Music 
and PE lessons were even filmed and shared with all our families. 
Wickham Common continued to offer a rich and diverse curriculum – 
over 100 videos were made by staff during those weeks – it was 
amazing!  
 
As we neared the end of May we knew the government was gearing up 
for a partial return to school for some pupils, provided schools could 
keep them safe and sufficiently socially distanced. We cleaned, we 
moved furniture, we bought resources and sanitising materials, we 
created rotas, we worked everything out, we trained staff and on the 
2nd June we invited our Year 1 pupils back into school for three days so 
we could make sure we were doing everything safely. It was a great 
success, our wide corridors, spacious classrooms and huge outdoor 
spaces meant we could easily accommodate more children even in the 
‘bubbles’ of only 15 children.  
 
On the 8th June we invited back our youngest and our eldest children. It 
was a huge success with 95% attendance from the eligible year groups. 
Parents, children and school staff were so glad to get back to some 
kind of ‘new normality’. The sun shone and we basked in its rays.   
 
After 4 more weeks had passed, we decided that our wonderful Year 6 
pupils were ready to fly our nest, we hadn’t been able to do so many of 
the fabulous activities that we usually do with them before they leave 
us but we still had a lot of fun and sent them on the next leg of their 
journey in style!
